
 

  

 

Question for parents to ask children: Who is the most 

powerful person you can think of? Today is we read about 

a powerful soldier who came to Jesus. 

Question to answer together: Jesus was able to make the 

sick person better – doctors and nurses can do that today 

for many people. What was different about how Jesus 

healed this servant? What does it tell us about His power? 

Jesus healed the servant just my speaking words – He 

didn’t have to go and see them or take medicines like our 

doctors and nurses today. The centurion (or soldier) 

trusted Jesus and His power. He knew Jesus could heal him 

without coming to see him, and when he returned home 

this was shown to be true, a sign to others of Jesus’ power. 

 

The centurion had come from another place to see Jesus. 

He wasn’t a Jew like those around Jesus. Jesus shows that 

anyone can come to Jesus.  

 
 

Dear God, Thank You thank you have power over 

sickness and that we can trust you. 

Don’t forget to also pray for any who are unwell or 

lonely in these times.
